Make your own way to the Victoria & Alfred Waterfront to the NAC office,
from where your flight will depart.

You will have the opportunity to experience a 16 minute flight over the
Atlantic. Often referred to as Cape Town’s Riviera, this region starts at the
Victoria & Alfred Waterfront and travels along the Cape Peninsula through to
Hout Bay.

Your flight will give you the opportunity to see views of Table Mountain,
Robben Island and the Victoria & Alfred Waterfront, whilst following the coastline passing Bantry Bay, Clifton,
Camps Bay, The Twelve Apostles and into Hout Bay, where you will turn around and route back along the coastline.

e An Atlantic flight of approximately 16 minutes.

e Transfers and guide services.
¢ Meals.

The tour departs at 10:00 and 16:00 daily, subject to availability.

Minimum 2 passengers are required.

The tour departs from the Victoria & Alfred Waterfront.

Clients need to be at the NAC Office at least 30 minutes prior to flight departure.

Clients may need to share a flight with other clients.

Seating positions are not guaranteed. Seating will be allocated to ensure that the helicopter is evenly

balanced.

e Clients may fly in any of the three different helicopter flights available by NAC. This would be determined
by the number of passengers sharing the flight.

¢ Routing may change due to weather conditions. Flight routings are at the sole discretion of the pilot.
